I lived in a bush in the middle of campus, and pretended to sing and play guitar in a local hangout for sandwiches and tips until they went bankrupt.  Being poor didn’t bother me, nor did living in a bush, but I still feel bad about the restaurant going broke after hiring me. 

 

After graduating, Bob Steiner and I went to Alaska and hiked 200 miles through the Valley of Ten Thousand Smokes in Katmai National Monument, where we saw brown bear, lynx, moose and eagles, and caught all the salmon we could eat. Katmai is the site of a volcano, larger than Krakatoa, which erupted in about 1902. It still has hundreds of square miles of desolate landscape covered in pink and gray pumice, and where nothing lives–no grass, lichens, moss or trees are found there.   It was an amazing experience to hike through mountains, valleys, and rivers in such a moon-like landscape.
